Lhe low down on Rubidium gadoets

I should like to take this opportunity to remove any
confusion that may or may not have arisen in the minds"
of any of the readers of this macazine between the
RUBIDIUM VAPOR FREQUENCY STANDARD and theRURIDIUM
VAPOUR MAGNETOMETER, These are two entirely distinct
instruments (the former is obviously of US crigin) and
it is really a2 coincidence that they both make use of
2 natural ogecilliation of the rubidium atom, Both these

machines are currently domiciled in the VLF laboratory

and anyone who is interested is welcome to stroll in
and have a gander.

The frequency standard iz gimply & very stable and
acecurate signal generator, It uses a quariz =rmixx
crystal oscillator whose frequeney is stabilised by
reference to one of the atomic resonance frequencics
of RbST (actually the transition between the two
lowest field-independent hyperfine levels of the atem);
this is 6834682614 cycles per second which is quite
fast when you come to think about it. The frequency standard
is stable to 5 parts in 1011 which means that if you
used it to drive 2 clock, this would not losge or gain
more than 200 miciroseconds in a year which is a bit better
than a Rolex but it does cost a couple of thousand and
as it weighs aboul 90 1lbs you can't really strop it to your
wrist,

The magnetometer uses an atomic oscillation of the

Rb85 atom vwhose frequency is exactly proporitional to

to the magnetic field that the atom is sitting in
(feecuency = 4,667 x field in gammas) so0 by kx measuring
this frequency we can work out what the magnetic field is.
We are hoping to use the machine to detect small rapid
